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The University of Westminster is moving towards inclusive teaching and assessment — an approach
embodied in Learning Futures and 2020 Vision. Operating inclusively is in line with the Equality Act
2010 which requires HEls to make reasonable and ‘anticipatory’ adjustments for disabled students.
One inclusive technique employed by many universities is recording teaching sessions; this is a
supplement and not a replacement for attendance.

Evidence suggests all students value having access to recordings and there is inconclusive evidence
to suggest that lecture capture impacts lecture attendance (Bond and Grussendorf, 2013). It is
proposed that recording teaching sessions is beneficial to staff, students and the university.
